XMAS

The Netherlands is a funny country, they eat a lot of cheese and chocolate and sometimes they wear wooden shoes.
What else is peculiar is that they do not usually do gift giving at Christmas, but on St. Nicholas eve, the evening of
December 5. Christmas is more a religious and family Holiday. They also do not have Christmas stamps, or St. Nicholas
stamps; they call them December stamps. They started that only in 1987. The first few years they had one or a few
every year, similar stamps, same value, but in 1998 they went crazy and issued 15 - 20 per year. Still the same value,
different designs.

Below the Dutch December stamps from 1987 — 1994.

While researching if the Netherlands
had St. Nicholas (Sinterklaas) on a
stamp, on a Dutch site, | found that
Canada had the world’s very first
Christmas stamp in 1898. It was a 2c
map of the world stamp, with the
British Empire highlighted. At the
bottom of the map it says: Xmas 1898.

It shows that the word Xmas is not a new invention, but existed already 120 years ago.
In 1998, at the 100" anniversary a replica is showing on a 45 cent stamp.

After 1898, annual Christmas stamps did not start in Canada until 1964, 2 per year till
1969. The stamps had the same design (except 1968) but different colours and value.
The 1968 stamps were 2 different Innuit soapstone carvings. The other years showed
the Star of Bethlehem in 1964, the offered gifts in 1965, praying hands in 1966,
children caroling in 1967 and children praying in 1969.

Then in 1970, 12 Christmas stamps were
issued. After that most years had 3 or 4
stamps, except in 1975 when 6 were
issued. Nowadays we have 4 stamps a
year: 3 with Christmas themed, but non
religious designs of different values. A “P”
stamp, a US value and an International
value. And a separate “P” stamp, with a
more religious design.

I did find Sinterklaas though.
In Canada in 1991.

Did not find a Dutch one.
